         Judges  
Our dance judge is Maire Clerkin, an Irish dance judge from London.  She was formerly a judge with CLRG, now recently retired after many years as both a judge and grade examiner.  

Our instrument performance judge is Katie Greenan, TCRG.  In addition to teaching Irish dance, she is a feis musician, recording artists and tourning violinist based in the Chicago area.

Our singing and composition judge is Ariel Rohr, TCRG.  She has years of music and performance exerience including being a featured singer in local galas and productions, running a music program for children at a school in New Orleans, LA and performing for many years as a music performer for Disneyworld in Fl.  Ariel is also an Irish dance teacher in the greater New Orleans area.

Poetry English Professor Christine Timm, who teaches English and poetry and judges peotry competitions and hosts peotry events at New York based venues.  She is also an Irish dance in New York. 

Art and design judge Glenn Simpson, ADCRG.  Glenn is an Irish dance judge and costume designer.  He owns a design company called “Druid Celtic Designs” which is based in Canada. 
Dance performance competition judge will be David Geaney.  This performance competition will focus on dancers creating performance peices either as soloists or with other dancers as part of an ensamble.    

   



    General rules  Please read.
This virtual feis is an independent, open platform feis and is not run under the rules of any official organization.  However, in this competiton, the judge is certified with CRN and will score marks and render opinions based on their organization's judging standards.  CRN's rules dictate competitions with seven or more dancers entered will have placements count towards advancement in future CRN competitions.

Entrants to the feis will only be known by their feis number which will be assigned by the feis host once an entry is recieved.  No names are exchanged with judges so please, no school intentifiers in videos or on costuming.
Dance/Art/Music competitions may be combined if less than three entrants are in any given competition.  All awards will be mailed to the teacher listed on the registration form after judging is over.  Results will be emailed as soon as the judge has emailed their final results to the feis host for distribution.  Medals will be awarded from 1-3 place in all music, art work and solo dance events except preliminary and open championship dance events or specials, which will be awarded with trophies.  Specials will be winner-take-all and will be awarded with a trophy.  Results and feedback will be given to all entrants, regardless of placement via email from the feis host.  
Dancing and instrument/singing videos must be taken in the traditional video recording format in the horizontal orientation.  No vertical videos will be accepted.  Please film dancers as far back from each dancer/musician as possible so the judge can see full body throughout each entrant's performance video submission.  For art work and poetry, please submit via PDF.  For stage poetry, please foloow the same rules for dancers/muiscians above,

Please announce the entrant's number, competition type, etc.  Example “Dancer #101 dancing in comp 01, the beginner reel U9,” “Entrant #110, for singing competition #120, singing an original work called ___________, or singing, Molly Malone, which is in the publid domain.”  Artwork and poetry entrants should list this same information which their submissions somewhere on the submitted work.  All competitors, dance, music and stage poetry, should have a number card on their costume visable in their video. 

For music (instrument and singing) music entries must be considered in the public domain or original compositions.  No AI-based or AI-edited works will be allowed.  AI detection software will be used to screen works when deemed appropriate.  If AI alteration is detected, the entry will be rejected and no refund will be issued.  A copy of the AI detection software's finding will be submitted to the entrant for justification of the entry's rejection.

Poetry submissions: page and stage submissions are allowed.  Only original works or works from public domain material is allowed.  AI detection software will be used to screen works when deemed appropriate.  If AI alteration is detected, the entry will be rejected and no refund will be issued.  A copy of the AI detection software's finding will be submitted to the entrant for justification of the entry's rejection.

Art/design work should be submitted via pdf or jpeg.  When you submit, you are verifiy the work is original to you and not someone else's work.

Please send in videos of completed dances, music, art and poetry submissions with the proper amount of steps/material based on the registration info below.

Using a tripod is ideal  but if one is not available, please film with two hands, keep the phone or video camera level.  If panning the camera is needed to keep the dancer in frame, that is ok.  A trial run of filming each dancer might be a good idea to keep the video quality up.  Please both center the dancer or teach in the middle of the screen and announce to the camera the number of each dancer before the music is played.  All videos will be deleted after adjudication is completed.
Costuming:
Dancers should be in either a competition or performance-based costume.  Dancers in t-shirts, shorts or workout pants will not have their video submission accepted.
Music:
Please make sure the correct speed required of each dance submission is what is played for each dancer.  Please pay close attention to the volume of the music being played with each dancer.  Volume should be just loud enough for the dancer to hear and the video to pick up for the judge to hear, but should not be so loud the judge might struggle to hear clicks or trebles.
